It is your responsibility to ensure that children under the age of
18 or other unauthorized persons do not gain access to your
firearm.

1.6. PROPERLY MAINTAIN YOUR FIREARM

T

Store and carry your firearm so that dirt or lint does not accumulate in the
working parts. Clean and oil your firearm, following the instructions provided in
this manual, after each use to prevent corrosion, damage to the barrel or
accumulation of impurities which can prevent use of the gun in an emergency.
Before loading your firearm always check the barrel internal part and the
chamber to ensure that they are clean and free from obstructions. Firing with
an obstruction in the barrel or chamber can rupture the barrel and injure you
or others nearby. In the eventyou hear an unusual noise when shooting, stop
firing immediately, engage the manual safety and unload the firearm. Make sure
the chamber and barrel are free from any obstruction, like a bullet blocked
inside the barrel due to defective or improper ammunition.

1.7. USE PROPER AMMUNITION

Only use factory-loaded, new ammunition manufactured to industry
specifications: CIP (Europe and elsewhere), SAAMI® (U.S.A.). Be certain that
each round you use is the proper caliber or gauge and type for the particular
firearm. The caliber or gauge of the firearm is clearly marked on the barrels of
shotguns and on the slide or barrel of pistols. The use of reloaded or rema
nufactu red ammunition can increase the likelihood or excessive cartridge
pressures, case-head ruptures or other defects in the ammunition that can
cause damage to your firearm and injury to yourself or others nearby

1.8. ALWAYS WEAR PROTECTIVE GLASSES AND EARPLUGS WHEN SHOOTING
The chance that gas, gunpowder or metal fragments will blow back and injure a
shooter who is firing a gun is rare, but the injury that can be sustained in such
circumstances can be severe, including the possible loss of eyesight. A shooter
must always wear impact resistant shooting glasses when firing any firearm.
Earplugs or other high-quality hearing protectors help reduce the chance of
hearing damage from shooting.

Open and empty the chamber of your firearm and engage the manual safety catch
before climbing or descending a tree or before limbing or descending a tree or before
climbing a fence or jumping over a ditch or other obstruction.

11. MAINTENANCE Ay

Before starting any operation on your shotgun, make sure that the chamber and the
magazine are unloaded! (Carefully read the instructions on gun loading and unloading).
Thanks to its extreme simplicity and excellent materials, the ASELKON Automatic
Shotgun requires no special maintenance. The following few controls are recommended:
1) Normal cleaning of the barrel after use;

2) The firing mechanism, consisting of hammer, trigger, etc., may become clogged with
any powder residuals (or foreign matters). Remove them by periodical cleaning or
lubrication;

3) The bolt assembly may also become clogged with the same residuals over mentioned
and therefore must be periodically dismantled, cleaned and lubricated;

4) To keep the gun in good order, oiling of the parts subject to atmospheric corrosion is
recommended.

NB: All barrels are internally chromium plated. NOTE: Whilst cleaning the gun the
Interchoke tubes are not to be stripped out. This in order to avoid residues collecting in
the barrel's internal choke tube's connection threads. Aselkon recommends use of
specific products for cleaning other parts (wooden, techno polymer and camouflage or
painted stock and fore-end). Avoid that parts get in contact with oils containing solvent:
or chemical substances in general, which could alter or damage their surfaces.

[12. RIFLE STRIPPING

Before starting any operation on your shotgun, make sure that the chamber, carrier and
the magazine are unloaded! (Carefully read the instructions on gun loading and
unloading).
